TOUR DESCRIPTION: 
In the morning we will travel to the nearby Lac du Bois grasslands and using this elevational gradient stop at lower, middle and upper grasslands. At each stop we will discuss some of the basic ecology and also challenges to management of these areas, including restoration of grassland areas. We will have lunch up by the lake and then will travel to Kenna Cartwright Park, a municipal park managed by the City of Kamloops.  Pipelines, subdivision development and recreation all pose challenges to managing this native grassland area and several different people will speak about these issues. From Kenna it is a short drive back to the conference centre. 

Please bring appropriate clothing (raincoat, good hiking shoes, hats, sun screen, etc.), for an out-of-doors field tour.

Tour cost is $50/person and includes lunch and transportation.
